REGISTRATION OF SHIPS IN NEW ZEALAND

Legislation concerning the registration of ships in New Zealand is contained in Part Xll, Sections:
382 to 457, of the Shipping and Seamen Act 1952.

REGISTER BOOK

It is important to have any change of ownership of the ship or share registered as soon as
possible. The registered owner has power absolutely to dispose of the ship or share, subject
1o the provisions of the Shipping and Seamen Act 1962 and subject to any rights and powers
vested in any other person according to the Register Book.

CERTIFICATE OF NEW ZEALAND REGISTRY

The Certificate of New Zealand Registry should accompany the ship and be carefully preserved.
It shall be used only for the lawful navigation of the ship and shall not be subject to detention
by reason of any title, lien, charge or interest had or claimed by any owner, mortgages, or
other person to, on, or in the ship. It must be delivered on demand to the person entitled
1o custody for the purposes of the lawful navigation of the ship, a Registrar of Ships, Collector
of Customs, or other person entitled by law to require its delivery.

The certificate of New Zealand Registry is not evidence of title. Its purpose is to be a document
always accompanying the ship to indicate its nationality and tonnage, but not to be avidence
of the interests of the owners or of encumbrances.
